For I know the plans I 

have for you, declares the 

LORD, plans for welfare 

and not for evil, to give 

you a future and a hope 
(Jeremiah 29:11, ESV).   

All Saints has embarked on an exciting venture, 

a venture of hope taking us into a future of faithful 

service to our Lord for the advancement of his 

Kingdom in northwest Tallahassee. Iôd like to give 

you an update on our New Work so you can 

continue your support through prayer and 

encouragement to your Vestry, especially of our 

Senior Warden, Betty Ann Watkins who is 

providing enthusiastic leadership to bring this work 

to fulfillment. 

Since early January a leadership group for this 

New Work has been meeting weekly, studying 

together a book by Hugh Halter and Matt Smay, 

The Tangible Kingdom Primer. This study grew out 

of their own work in evangelizing a portion of 

Denver, and draws on the principles they develop in 

their earlier book The Tangible Kingdom. 

Our time together has been both challenging and 

rewarding. We have grown closer as sisters and 

brothers in Christ, and we have been reflecting 

together on how the Church must change its 

missionary strategy in order to reach the 

increasingly pagan culture which is our mission 

field today. No longer can we simply have an 

attractive place where we gather as friendly people 

to which we can invite unchurched friends so they 

can hear the Gospel and come to faith.  

To reach todayôs generation we must find ways to 

make the Kingdom tangible to them by building 

relationships in which we can incarnate the values 

of the Kingdom of God so they can experience the 

Gospel in their own lives, participate in a 

community of faith pilgrims where their lives can 

become transformed through the love of Christ 

enabling to believe and belong to the Body of 

Christ.   

This is really not a new approach. We find 

evidence of it in the Book of Acts (see Acts 2:42-

47, for example). It was the way the Church grew so 

quickly in the Roman Empire where disease was 

rampant in the cities in which it was the Christians 

who cared for the sick, the widows, and the 

orphans, and it was the approach used by Patrick to 

evangelize Ireland. Now it must be the missionary 

strategy for our New Work as we bring the Gospel 

to northwest Tallahassee. 
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[Pastorôs Perspective continued] 

As we complete our time of study, the leadership group will begin to function in the three ways I described in 

January: a leadership team to develop materials describing our parish and vision, and a job description for the missionary 

who will lead the New Work; a prayer support team; and, a missionary team which will work closely with the missionary 

to help him become acclimated to the parish and the city, and to work with him as he begins his missionary outreach. 

Betty Ann and I met with Bishop Lebhar on February 18 to discuss our New Work and to seek his guidance.  He 

is very supportive of this work, and our meeting was very encouraging to both of us.  Bishop Lebhar suggested that Betty 

Ann and I (and perhaps another person from the leadership team or the Vestry) plan to go to Trinity School for Ministry in 

mid-March while he will be there in order to interview some of the students who will be graduating this year.  We are 

investigating the cost of this and seeking the funds to make it possible. 

All Trinity graduates are required to have a course in missions and a course in church planting.  Many of them 

have a heart for the Gospel which fires in them the desire to be involved in planting churches and reaching the 

unchurched. Many also recognize that they may have to raise their own funding or be bi-vocational for a time to help 

support their work.  Please keep praying for discernment for the missionary God is calling to us, for our Bishop, and for 

your Vestry as we move forward.  We would like to have someone with us this summer to begin this New Work in 

earnest.  

We will continue to report to you as our work advances.  Please pray for the leadership team and for the means to 

travel to Trinity.

ON EAGLESô WINGS ï  

A WAR-TIME RECOLLECTION 

AND TESTIMONY

Well, here is the second unrequested flash-back.  The 

first was several years ago while I was sitting with the choir 

at Trinity Anglican Church in Thomasville.  I was paying 

attention and listening to the Priest, or so I thought, when he 

said, ñWell, thatôs not a hill I would want to defendò, and 

POW!  I was in Viet Nam at Khe Sahn airstrip, and was 

involved in an incident there, which has been written about 

elsewhere. 

This time I was at All Saints Anglican Church in 

Tallahassee, singing in the choir, when we came to a song 

called ñEaglesô Wingsò by Michael Joncas.  I didnôt suspect 

a thing, because we have sung this song before and nothing 

happened.  But, this time was different.  Tears began to flow, 

and I couldnôt sing.  I just stood there and read the words as 

the rest of the choir sang them.  Then this memory jumps 

into my head.  

There was a squad of 8 ï 12 Marines whom we put in at 

first light on this particular morning.  It was memorable for 

several reasons.  First, it was a clear morning, and we got to 

the zone just at first light.  There was some mist hanging 

around, but the zone was clear.  It was on the north side of 

the Balong Valley, right next to the base of a mountain.  I 

radioed my wingman that I was going in, and he gave me a 

ñRoger.ò  (He was to stay high (about 2,000 feet) while I 

took the squad in.)   

We went straight in heading north till we were almost 

abreast of the zone, and then made a sharp 90 degree turn to 

port (left), and came in slowing down as we approached a 

beautiful grassy space where we were to land.  I told my 

nugget (new) copilot, that this was going to be a ñpiece of 

cake.ò  He asked why I thought that.  I pointed ahead of us, 

about 150 ï 200 yards past the zone, and there was a 

magnificent Buck.  (Second) I didnôt count how many points 

he had on his rack, but he was huge and absolutely beautiful.  

It was an incredible moment, completely out of context with 

what we were doing as we carried out our mission in this 

war.   

My copilot hadnôt been in country very long and didnôt 

have a lot of flight time.  He could fly the aircraft, but didnôt 

know all the ropes yet.  I said, ñRemember in the briefing 

this morning when they were talking about how far these 

guys had walked (from North Viet Nam)?ò He said he 

remembered that.  ñAnd, how they were living on just the 

rice they carried or whatever they could find along the way, 

like rats and field mice?ò  Again he nodded.  So I asked him, 

ñWhat would you do if you were them and a Buck like that 

walked right up and started grazing?ò  A smile slowly started 

across his face.  I said, ñRight!  That sucker would be on a 

spit or little pieces of him would be on a lot of tiny little fires 

as they enjoyed first real meal since they began walking!ò  

He got it!  He said, ñSo, itôs unlikely that we are going to 

draw any fire!ò  I said, ñNow, who was it that told me you 

were slow?ò  

So, we both relaxed a little.  (Not too much, but a little.)  

The zone was flat and grassy.  And it wasnôt the 11 foot 

elephant grass; it was like real grass like we have.  So, we 

landed and then we sat.  It used to be that as soon as we were 

even close to touching down, the grunts would start jumping 

out.  They reasoned that the helicopter, nice as it was to ride 

from one place to another, was nothing but a huge target 

made of very thin metal, and making enough noise to wake 

up Hanoi itself! So, while they appreciated the ride, they 

couldnôt wait to get out and away from it.   

At first we lost some Marines as the North Vietnamese 

would aim at the top of the ramp until the Marines started 

down, and then start shooting.  If someone got hit, we had to 

sit there while they tried to get everyone back into the 

aircraft. So, then we would drop the ramp, and count to 10, 

but nobody came down the ramp.  If they shot at us we took 

off.  So, then they waited and didnôt shoot right away.  They 

waited until there were several out, and then shoot.  Then, if 

someone was hit, we had to send two more out and carry him 

back in.   

Next, they figured out that the further they let them get 

from the helicopter, the better chance there was to hit one, 

and then we would have to send more out to bring back the 

wounded.  So, we sat and counted to 10, then dropped the 

ramp and counted to 10, then send out three men ï one with a 

radio, and then counted to 10.  Those were the longest 10 

seconds you can imagine. Furthermore, not all zones had 

short grass. Sometimes, they disappeared from sight the 

instant they got on the ground.  In the meanwhile, the people 
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shooting at us would shift their fire to the helicopter. And we 

couldnôt take off until we were sure we had everyone on 

board.  Anyway, things were tense, even if they didnôt shoot 

as us, because they could start at any moment.  And if you 

are in the helicopter and it is sitting on the ground, it really 

was like being a ñsitting duckò, so to speak.  

But, as I suspected, the bad guys were not there . . . that 

day, or they had figured out some other way to make life 

unpleasant for us. At any rate, we didnôt take any fire. Then, 

with this part of the mission under control, we were directed 

to go up the valley a ways, and take part in a resupply of 

some of our troops who were already in the area.  So we did 

that.   

It was early in the afternoon when we heard the call on 

Guard Channel (a channel set aside to contact an aircraft who 

was on a different frequency).  As soon as they said their call 

sign and where they were, I knew it was them. Very close to 

the same coordinates where we dropped them off.  I called 

my wingman and he said, 

ñYeah, I heard them.ò I told 

him to switch to their 

frequency (it was on our knee 

board from the brief and 

insert this morning).   

We switched and I called 

and asked them if they could 

hold out for about 20 minutes.  

The voice on the other end 

didnôt sound terribly 

confident, but said, ñWill do, 

but HURRY!ò I asked him 

how close they were, and 

what they were throwing at 

him. He came back with 

ñWait a second and I will put them on the phone! ñ  

ñMortars, machine guns, and rifles.ò  I told him to stand by.  

I told the copilot to switch us to Guard Channel.  He did, and 

I started yelling, ñBroken Arrow,ò  ñBroken Arrow,ò, 

ñBroken Arrow.ò  (I didnôt know how many times you were 

supposed to say it.)  ñNeed gunships and fast movers with 

ammo this positionò and gave my position and squadron 

frequency.   

Calls started coming in immediately. It seemed only a 

few minutes before we had so many aircraft I didnôt know 

what to do with them. I called the grunts (people on the 

ground) and asked them if they were ready.  ñAffirmative!ò 

came the answer. I told them to pop a white smoke, their 

position, i.e., (set off a white smoke grenade).  I asked how 

far away the bad guys were, and the voice said, ñWait just a 

minute and you can talk to them yourself.ò  (Same as before) 

I asked if he had ñred smokeò.  He said, ñAffirmative.ò  I 

said, ñPop red in the direction of the bad guys, and white at 

your position.ò He said, ñRoger.ò There was white in the 

middle of a circle of red, and some within 25 ï 50 meters.   

I asked the gunships and fast movers if they had the 

target in sight. They said, ñAffirmative!ò  I said I wanted 

ñfour gunships closest-in: race track pattern, starboard and 

port. They acknowledged and didnôt wait.  I heard the C.O. 

of the Huey Squadron say, ñOneôs in.ò Then another voice, 

ñTwoôs in.ò Within seconds the ground around the white 

smoke was being raked with machine gun fire and rockets 

from the Hueyôs.  At the same time, there were jets ï A4ôs 

and F-4ôs ï I said I wanted A4ôs portside, racetrack pattern 

and F-4ôs starboardside, racetrack pattern, and watch out for 

the Hueys and ME!  The 46 (my aircraft) down the middle.  

Again, I heard two voices give me the same message, 

ñRoger, Chatterbox.  Weôre inbound.ò   

Within seconds I saw the jets flashing by us as they 

rolled in heading for their targets.  Then, as the first birds 

went in and were climbing out, I called, ñChatterbox 3-1 is 

inbound down the middle.  Dash two, standby.ò  ñRoger,ò 

came the immediate reply.ò  The rest is anticlimactic, sort of.  

The Hueys and Jet Jockeys pounded the area around the zone 

and I went down the middle.  I told the Crew Chief, ñYou 

have the rampò (either the pilot or Crew Chief could lower or 

raise the ramp, but the Crew Chief 

had the better vantage point.)  He 

acknowledged.  I told the gunners 

(one on each side of my helicopter 

with .50 Cal. machine guns) to hold 

fire unless they were absolutely 

positive of the target, and wouldnôt 

hit our grunts, nor the aircraft around 

us.  They both acknowledged.  

(This very short conversation 

took only seconds, and then we were 

diving or falling like a rock 

ourselves).  I pushed the cyclic (stick 

in front of the pilot) which controls 

the direction of flight) nose down 

into a dive as hard as I could, while 

pushing down on the collective (the handle on the left side of 

the pilot that controls power) decreasing the power as much 

as possible, until we were falling like a rock. Then, as we got 

as close to the ground as I dared to go,  at the last possible 

second, I pulled back on the cyclic as hard as I could, which 

brought the nose up, and then when level, I slammed it to the 

left as hard as I could, so we stopped coming down and 

rolled on our left side, with the nose making a severe left 

turn, while jerking the collective as close to my left armpit as 

was possible, giving us full power while making a harder left 

turn, and pulling more ñGôsò, then pulling stick right to the 

upright position and back into my stomach as hard as I could.  

This brought the nose to the upright position and then it 

started up, but the decrease in power caused us to sink 

instead of climbing.  Then, with the decrease in power we 

came down exactly at the space they had marked for us, with 

the rear entrance (with the ramp) pointed toward the Marines 

who were ready to leave,  but not at all sure they wanted to 

get on this helicopter.  This was a stressful time for the 

Marines.  They had been chased and shot at, and then when 

they call for help, jets and Huey Gunships came and were 

firing all over the place and then they saw the CH-46 that 

they had been on earlier in the day, falling out of the sky, and 
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turning and twisting every which way, like a wild bucking 

horse, and then plunking itself in front of them and obviously 

waiting for them to get on board to go who knows where and 

who knows whether it will fly upright or like some crazed 

horse at the rodeo.  And, will it take them home and will they 

ever see their loved ones again, . ....and little things like that.   

But none of the above explains my tears.  But, hereôs the 

song:  
 

ñYou who dwell in the shelter of the Lord,  

who abide in His shadow for life, 

Say to the Lord, ñMy refuge, 

 my Rock in whom I trust.ò 

Chorus: ñAnd he will raise you up on eagleôs wings, 

Bear you on the breath of dawn, 

Make you to shine like the sun, 

And hold you in the palm of his hand. 

 

The snare of the fowler will never capture you,  

and famine will bring you no fear; 

Under His wings your refuge,  

His faithfulness your shield. 

[Repeat Chorus] 

 

You need not fear the terror of the night, 

nor the arrow that flies by day; 

Though thousands fall about you, 

near you it shall not come. 

[Repeat Chorus] 

 

For to His angels Heôs given a command  

to guard you in all of your ways; 

Upon their hands they will bare you up,  

lest you dash your foot against a stone. 

[Repeat Chorus] 

 

I think it has to do with lifting guys ï Marines ï up out 

of a zone. Or pulling that collective up under my left armpit 

and pushing the nose forward to pick up speed, and then 

rising so smoothly upward.  It has to do with being shot at 

with bullets coming close . . . . . . . all around, but they donôt 

hit us. I was perhaps a little too close to the situation when it 

was happening but, Sunday, singing in the Choir, I was there 

again, and this time I saw it differently.   

It wasnôt the Boeing Company, or the aircraft called a 

CH-46, I saw the wreckage of too many of those.  I saw 

holes in mine. For two months in a row, I was on top of the 

leader board in coming back with more holes than anyone 

else in the squadron. Perhaps a dubious distinction at best.  

But, how can one explain it?  Luck?  Bad shots?  Tough 

airplane? Went to different places than others?  (No, we all 

went to the same places.)  Better pilot?  (No,  I saw Major 

Althoff go places and do things that I didnôt want to go to or 

do, and on a couple of occasions I didnôt.  I didnôt think it 

was safe.  And, he told me not to go if I thought it was not 

safe.  (Like flying at night in the mountains, picking up some 

wounded Marine and getting him back alive.) (You couldnôt 

count being shot at.)  And heôs just one of many really good 

pilots I could name. His name comes up because we 

nominated him Marine Aviator of the Year, and he won.  I 

was his wingman on a lot of his most incredible feats of 

flying.   

But, Sunday it was different.  It wasnôt any of those 

things. I could see and feel being lifted up, the whole 

helicopter with me in it. And all the while, people on the 

ground were shooting with every kind of weapon they had, 

but they were not able to bring us down. Even the time when 

they shot out the instrument panel and the windshield on my 

side, I was spared.  I was being lifted on the wings of that 

Eagle.  Such power.  Such a smooth ride.   

And the sun was shining and the light was on us like a 

search light.  And Sunday I looked and there were the wings 

of the eagle underneath us, but . . .  

Under the eagleôs wings was Godôs hand.   

 

It was like that Sunday.  We rehearsed before the 

service, and I couldnôt sing this song.  Then during the 

service, I couldnôt sing this song. It was too real. I pray that 

you all, each one, gets to see and feel, whatôs holding you up, 

whatôs underneath.  I love each one of you, and I pray Godôs 

blessings on you all.

A PROPHET FOR OUR TIMES 

Britain must recover its Judeo-Christian 

discourse, says Bishop Nazir-Ali

     Writing in the 

National Review on 

Monday, Bishop Nazir -

Ali , the former Bishop 

of Rochester, said David 

Cameron had been right 

to criticise the doctrine 

of multiculturalism in 

his recent speech at the 

Munich Security Conference. In his first speech on 

terrorism, the Prime Minister had admitted to the failure of 

multiculturalism and said that young Muslims needed a far 

stronger British identity to stop them turning to 

extremism. He also criticised the "hands-off tolerance" 

which had hitherto left extremist ideologies and practices 

unchallenged. Mr. Nazir-Ali, originally from Pakistan, 

said multiculturalism had created "segregated 

communities" that were "fertile" for extremists. He said: 

"The reason multiculturalism came to be invented was the 

loss of public discourse rooted in the Judeo-Christian 

tradition. It is this discourse, and the making of moral and 

political decisions in its light, that needs to be recovered." 

The bishop welcomed steps outlined by Mr. Cameron 

to root out terrorism on home soil, such as banning 

preachers of hate from Britain and refusing to fund 

organisations that promote extremist ideology. "It seems 

that, at last, someone is listening to what many of us have 

been saying for years," he said. He criticised the failure to 

welcome and accommodate Britain's diversity on the basis 

of Christian hospitality. 

"This would have affirmed the Christian basis of 

British institutions, laws, and values. Others would then 

have been welcome to contribute, in this context, to 

nation-building. What we have had, rather, is the amnesia 

from which we now need to recover," he said. "The reason 

multiculturalism came to be invented was the loss of 

public discourse rooted in the Judeo-Christian tradition. It 

is this discourse, and the making of moral and political 

decisions in its light, that needs to be recovered." 

Bishop Nazir-Ali identified specific steps that the 

Government should take to foster integration, including 

ensuring a religious and ethnic balance in school 

populations and requiring members of minority 

communities to learn and speak English. He also called for 

a thorough system of vetting religious leaders wishing to 

visit and work in Britain that would take into account their 

knowledge of the English language and British culture, 

and their academic credentials. He concluded: "The prime 

minister has begun a national and even Europe-wide 

debate on integration and its relation to security. The 

government needs now to show in its policies that it is 

aware of the issues he has raised." 

 

 

AN ANGLICAN SUCCESS STORY IN HAWAII

The Anglican Mission in the Americas (AMiA) has started 

the first orthodox Anglican 

parish in Hawaii - Christ the 

Foundation Anglican Church - 

begun entirely by the laity. 

This week the AMiA (AKA 

TheAM) ordained The Rev. 

Heath Hale as a Deacon at its 

Winter Conference in 

Greensboro, to lead the new 

fledgling parish of 40. 

"The laity started this 

parish and we then looked for 

a clergyman.  Usually it is the other way around," David 

Chung president of the Board of Directors of the church 

plant told VOL. "We are all refugees from the Episcopal 

Church.  We saw the direction the Episcopal Church was 

taking and the devastating effect it was having on the 

Diocese of Hawaii with gay bishops in New Hampshire 

and Los Angeles as the Church turned away from 

Scripture. 

"We all belonged to Calvary Episcopal Church, but 

broke free when we saw what was going on.  The Rector 

Joseph Carr was a charismatic Episcopalian who initially 

wanted to leave in 2003 when Gene Robinson was 

consecrated a bishop, but ultimately felt that he could 

work from within the Episcopal Church. In December 

2008, he announced his pending retirement for the end of 

June 2009.  "The Bishop of the Episcopal Diocese of 

Hawaii, the Rt. Rev. Robert L. Fitzpatrick came to our 

January 2009 annual meeting at Calvary and told us to 

leave immediately if we were only waiting to leave after 

Joe Carr's retirement in June 2009.  So we left. 

"We held a series of meetings in January and February 

2009. From the beginning, it was important for our group 

to have proper spiritual covering of orthodox clergy. One 

of our parishioners who had attended All Saints' Anglican 

Church, an AMIA congregation in Morehead City, NC 

called the Rev. King Cole now, a retired priest and asked 

for his advice and help about getting a congregation going 
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in Hawaii. "We asked King to come. He did and he stayed 

for three weeks and we held worship services with 

between 30-35 people attending services. 

"The three week period culminated with 12 people 

formally pledging to start a church. That was in March of 

2009. Then, with Fr. Cole's oversight, Fr. Chip Wheeler, 

vicar of Holy Cross of the Anglican Church in America 

(ACA), an Anglican priest ordained by the Nippon Sei Ko 

Kai, an ordained Episcopal priest and another reject, 

became part of our supply clergy to do Sunday Eucharist 

services. We wanted to develop the congregation and so 

we held twice a week Bible studies in home groups.  . . . 

"We prayed and one day we discovered the Windward 

Worship Center with an empty church slot between 8-

9am. The church property was in pretty bad repair and 

there was little parking due to a water line that ran down 

the middle of a driveway. The property was a mess. We 

put in a trench and relocated the water line. Now we can 

park 25 cars. We cleaned up the church and did some 

landscaping. The good news was they allowed us to use 

real wine for Communion. 

"The rectory was also falling down due to storm 

damage. When their congregation saw what our little 

church had done to improve their property, they were 

motivated to undertake the long deferred repairs to the 

roof and to renovate their offices. Amazingly, the weekly 

tithe of offerings that we donated to them just covered the 

cost of all their materials. Then we outgrew the place. 

Suddenly, we had 30 members. We held Bible studies, 

preached the gospel and people got converted. We 

introduced them to the Anglican Way and they loved it.  

"Then a local Baptist Church became available. The 

minister was retiring in two weeks, the congregation was 

down to 17 and they were happy to rent it to us. The new 

pastor gave us full use of the sanctuary. At that time, we 

were big enough for a full time priest. We got in touch 

with the AMIA folk in Pawleys Island and the name of the 

Rev. Heath Hale, 32, hit our radar screen. He was young, 

committed to the next generation and wanted to reach out 

to the unchurched and unsaved. Our new bishop is the Rt. 

Rev. Terrell Glenn. 

"We had finally turned a corner. With the ordination 

of Hale and 40 plus members and a $175,000 budget, we 

are on the road to a new evangelical awakening on the 

islands. . . . On an interesting side note, the Rev. Joseph 

Carr, retired Rector of Calvary Episcopal Church, is 

currently involved in starting an AMiA plant in Maine, 

after retiring there in 2009.

 

Some Ways to Get the  Most Out of Lent  
 
1. Get up earlier than anyone else in your house and spend your first 15 minutes of the day thanking God for the gift of life and offering 

your day to Him.  

2. Read at least some Scripture every day.  

3. Get to know the Saints of the Church and read selections from them along with Scripture.  Short selections from the Fathers writing 
on Lenten themes can be downloaded for free from the Lenten Library at www.crossroadsintiative.com  

4. Stop at least five times a day, raise your heart and mind to God, and say a short prayer such as ñJesus, I love you,ò or ñLord Jesus 
Christ, Son of God, have mercy on me, a sinner,ò or ñLord, I offer it up for you.ò  

5. Pray for the millions of Christians suffering under persecution around the world. 

6. Pray for Christian unity, that there would be one flock and one shepherd.  

7. Pray for the evangelization of all those who have not yet heard and accepted the Good News about Jesus.  

8. Find a form of fasting that is appropriate for you, given your age, state of health, and state of life.  Some fast on bread and water on 
Wednesdays and Fridays.  Some fast from sweets or alcohol throughout Lent.  Some fast on one or more days per week from 
breakfast all the way to dinner, spending lunch hour in prayer or at noon Mass.  Some cut out all snacks between meals.  The 
money saved from not buying various things should be given to an apostolate or ministry serving the physically or spiritually poor.  

9. Plan a retreat this Lent.  It could be simply a half day, out in nature, or in a Church.  Or it could be a full day.  Or an overnight.  You 
can certainly read lots of things during your retreat or listen to lots of talks.  But try sticking to Scripture, the liturgy, and quiet as 
much as you can.  During or at the end of the retreat, write down what the Holy Spirit seems to be saying.  

10. Visit someone at a nursing home or in the hospital or sick at home.  Again, love Jesus in and through the suffering person.  

When Easter comes, donôt drop the new practice youôve begun during the Season Lent! 
Make a permanent feature of a deeper Christian life!
