They  brought the

donkey and the colt and
put on them their cloaks,
and he sat on them. Most
of the crowd spread their
cloaks on the road, and others cut branches from the
trees and spread them on the road. And the crowds
that went before him and that followed him were
shouting, “Hosanna to the Son of David! Blessed is he
who comes in the name of the Lord! Hosanna in the
highest!” And when he entered Jerusalem, the whole
city was stirred up, saying, “Who is this?” And the
crowds said, “This is the prophet Jesus, from
Nazareth of Galilee” (Matthew 21:7-11, ESV).

These verses will conclude the first lesson we
hear on Palm Sunday, April 17. With them we
begin our liturgical journey through the last week of
our Lord’s life, Holy Week.

How will you prepare to celebrate that week?
How will you prepare yourself to join Jesus and his
disciples, and with them to move through this week
which begins with his triumphal entry into
Jerusalem, moves through times of teaching and of
conflict, witnesses the institution of the sacrament
of his Body and Blood to nourish his followers
through the centuries, endures his arrest, trial,
scourging, crucifixion, death, and burial, and, in the
silence of Holy Saturday, awaits the Resurrection?

How might you prepare your heart and your
mind to observe and listen “to the Jesus of the
Gospels” in such a way that it “can indeed lead to a
personal encounter” with your Savior and Lord?
Permit me to suggest a way.

On Ash Wednesday the long awaited second
volume of Joseph Ratzinger’s proposed three
volume work Jesus of Nazareth was published. The
first volume was completed not long after his
election as Pope Benedict XVI and dealt with his
ministry from his baptism to the Transfiguration.
The new volume covers “Holy Week: From the
Entrance Into Jerusalem to the Resurrection”.

The clergy of the Tallahassee deanery are
reading this book together as our Lenten study, and
it is a marvelous book which has received much
praise from Catholic, Protestant, and Jewish
reviewers. It is a superb example of Biblical
Theology: reading the whole of the Bible as a
Christian Scripture together with the Christian
community throughout history.

More than that, however, it is a wonderful
example of theology at its best. For theology should
never be seen as an academic pursuit. Theology, as
Anselm said, is “faith seeking understanding.” So at
its best, theological reflection leads to prayer and “a
deepening of our lives in relationship to God our
Creator and Redeemer” (Michael Jinkins, Invitation
to Theology, p. 26).

The Pastor’s Perspective continued

In Jesus of Nazareth Benedict’s stated concern is “to present ‘the figure and the message of Jesus’” in such a way as to
lead the reader to a personal encounter with Christ. This he does through what he calls “the hermeneutic of faith”.

This involves reading the Bible with the Church, “listening with Jesus’ disciples across the ages” through the works of
the early interpreters of the Gospels, as well as drawing upon the best of recent scholarship.

This book will give you new insights into and understanding of the biblical accounts of the last week of our Lord’s life.
These will help you to comprehend the meaning of these events, driving you into the Lord’s presence in prayer, as he
prepares you to walk these days with him through the liturgies of Holy Week. These, of course, begin with the reading from
Matthew which began this article as we join the crowds escorting Jesus into the Holy City. Here is how Benedict concludes
his reflections on this scene:

The early Church, then, was right to read this scene as an anticipation of what she does in her liturgy. . . For the
infant Church, “Palm Sunday” was not a thing of the past. Just as the Lord entered the Holy City that day on a donkey, so
too the Church saw him coming again in the humble form of bread and wine.

The Church greets the Lord in the Holy Eucharist as the one who is coming now, the one who has entered into
her midst. At the same time, she greets him as the one who continues to come, the one who leads us toward his coming.
As pilgrims, we go up with him in his “ascent” to the Cross and Resurrection, to the definitive Jerusalem that is already
growing in the midst of this world in the communion that unites us with his body.

As one Protestant review said, “This book should be required reading for all Christians.” I would add, “Especially
as they anticipate the coming of Holy Week.”
Go, buy, read, pray; then come and let us worship together.

NEWS FROM THE WORLDWIDE ANGLICAN COMMUNION

Update on Anglican Church Planting Summit in Plano, TX

It was a week of moving forward in North American Anglicanism with some 350 church planters meeting in Plano,
Texas, vowing to plant hundreds of new churches. The Rev. Daniel Adkinson told VOL in an exclusive interview that the
Anglican Church of North America has 673 congregations plus 293 ministry partner congregations in the works. "On the
Anglican 1000 website, we have about 120 new works featured. These are new works of various sizes that have begun since
2009. We are also hearing about lots of works presently in the pipeline. So, we are steadily moving towards the goal. Most
importantly, we are seeing that people are catching the vision for church planting in a way that will result in the
multiplication of new leaders and new congregations being embedded in our DNA for the foreseeable future."”

Asked, if when they reach 1,000 new churches, will there be a plan to plant 2,000 churches, Adkinson replied, "Well,
we won't stop at 1000, that's for sure. We have strong leadership from the Anglican Mission, CANA, REC, and others in the
ACNA. If everyone gets the vision for church planting . . . and clearly many, many have . . . | don't see why we can't keep
planting.”

To make the point that growth is in the air, the newly elected bishop from Northern Virginia, Julian Dobbs told VOL
that the Anglican District of Virginia currently has 33 member congregations and 9 mission fellowships in Virginia,
Maryland, Washington DC and North Carolina. "Churches are being planted, clergy are being raised up and many lay
people in our parishes are excited and enthused about the mission to declare the gospel once for all entrusted to the saints."”

PRAISE REPORT FROM AFGHANISTAN
[Editor’s note: in a recent issue of Saints Alive we reported to you about the tragic case of Said Musa. | praise God that we
can pass along this follow-up report that appeared in Virtueonline.org on 2/25/2011]:

We end today's digest on a high note: Afghan convert to Christianity Said Musa has been released from prison,
where he was under threat of execution for apostasy, after months of vigorous campaigning. Barnabas Fund has been
engaged with others in high-level international diplomacy on Said's behalf, and earlier this month launched a public
campaign to intensify pressure for his release. Over 8,000 people signed their online petition. "Yesterday, we received
reports that Said was released from prison last week and is now safely out of Afghanistan. Before his freedom was finally
secured, Said had reportedly refused an offer of release if he would write a statement regretting his conversion to
Christianity." He responded, | laughed and replied, "I can't deny my Saviour's name". Because my life is just service to
Jesus Christ and my death is going to heaven [where] Jesus Christ is. | am a hundred percent ready to die. They pushed me
much and much. | refused their demands. Said was arrested last May as part of a crackdown on Afghan converts to
Christianity. He was tortured and abused in prison, but has remained steadfast in his faith.
