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So then the Lord Jesus, 

after he had spoken to 

them, was taken up into 

heaven and sat down at 

the right hand of God 

(Mark 16:19, ESV). 

 This account of the Ascension of our Lord from 

Mark‟s gospel is the earliest account we have in the 

gospels. It is, however, an event which is widely 

attested in the New Testament, being recalled in all 

four gospels, in the epistles of Paul, in 1 Peter, and 

in the Apocalypse (Revelation). The earliest 

reference to the Ascension is found in Paul‟s letter 

to the Ephesians: He who descended is the one who 

also ascended far above all the heavens, that he 

might fill all things (Ephes. 4:10, ESV). 

 The Ascension marks the definitive end of the 

resurrection appearances of Jesus. In this event, 

Christ‟s “body rose from the finite world of space, 

time, and matter into the heavenly sphere to enter 

into the presence of the Father as intercessor of the 

faithful” (Thomas Oden, Classic Christianity, p. 

485). Thus the Ascension marks the completion of 

the earthly ministry of Christ and the beginning of 

his heavenly ministry.  

 Heaven is the abode of God, transcending 

creation, and thus beyond time and space. With the 

Ascension the Son returns to the Father as a prince 

of old might return victorious to the King bearing 

the spoils of battle. On the Cross, Christ won the 

victory over evil, over sin and death. With the 

Ascension he returns to the Father victorious, 

bearing with him the evidence of the victory he has 

won; he comes into God‟s presence in his humanity, 

body and soul! Now his humanity is taken up into 

the life of the Holy Trinity. 

 “He suffered a true passion in the flesh, died His 

own true bodily death, rose again by a true 

resurrection of His flesh and the true resumption of 

His body by His soul. He ate and drank in His risen 

flesh, and then ascended to heaven and is seated at 

the right hand of the Father. In the same flesh He 

will come to judge the living and the dead” 

(Innocent III, d. 1216). 

 Jesus Christ, the one priest of the New and 

Eternal Covenant has entered, not into holy places 

made with hands . . . but into heaven itself, now to 

appear in the presence of God on our behalf 

(Hebrews 9:24, ESV).  There he always lives to 

make intercession for us (Hebrews 7:25, ESV).  
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(PASTOR’S PERSPECTIVE continued) But when Christ had offered for all time a single sacrifice for sins, he sat down at the 

right hand of God,  (Hebrews 10:12, ESV).  The 8
th
 century theologian John of Damascus explains, “By „the Father‟s right 

hand‟ we understand the glory and honor of divinity, where he who exists as Son of God before all ages, indeed as God, 

of one being with the Father, is seated bodily after he became incarnate and his flesh was glorified.”  Now he who fulfills 

the Old Testament offices of Prophet and Priest, has been given all authority in heaven and on earth in fulfillment of the 

office of King. The kingdom he proclaimed in his earthly ministry he now has received. The mission of the proclamation 

of his kingdom has now been entrusted to the Church under the Headship of her King, Christ Jesus, the Risen and Exalted 

One. 
 Like Philip, the Church, God‟s missionary people in the world, is charged with preaching the good news about the 

kingdom of God and the name of Jesus Christ (Acts 8:12, ESV). For Mark tells us that just before Christ ascended, he 

commissioned his disciples, which is to say his Church, with these words: Go into all the world and proclaim the gospel 

to the whole creation (Mark 16:15, ESV).   

 Because it always occurs on Thursday, the Feast of the Ascension is much neglected in the life of the Church today. 

This year we will celebrate this important Feast by transferring it to the Sunday after the Ascension, June 5. May Christ be 

glorified in our worship that day and always.
