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THE 
PASTOR’S 
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Your word is a lamp to 

my feet and a light to my 

path. --- Psalm 119:105, 

ESV 

There once was a man 

who decided that each morning he would take a 

verse from Scripture and receive it as the Lord‟s 

direction for his day. One morning he opened his 

Bible randomly and pointed to Matthew 27:5 where 

he read, “he went and hanged himself.” 

“Well,” thought the man, “surely this is not the 

Lord‟s word to me today.” So he closed his Bible, 

opened it again, and pointed; this time to Luke 

10:37 which read, “You go and do likewise.” 

Shaken, the man decided he would try once 

more to hear from the Lord the direction his day 

was to take. He closed the Bible, opened it again, 

and pointed at John 13:27 where “Jesus said to him, 

„What you are going to do, do quickly.‟” 

Such is the danger of playing “Bible roulette” in 

order to let God‟s Word be a lamp to our feet and a 

light to our path.  

Did you notice in the story that all the passages 

were from the New Testament? Yet the Old 

Testament makes up over three quarters of the 

Bible! And it was the Old Testament to which Paul 

was referring when he wrote, “All Scripture is 

breathed out by God and profitable for teaching, for 

reproof, for correction, and for training in 

righteousness, that the man of God may be 

competent, equipped for every good work” (2 Tim. 

3:16-17, ESV).  

Furthermore, in the story the man pulled parts of 

verses out of context, and so misunderstood them. 

As Terry Fullam was fond of saying, “A text out of 

context is a pretext.” 

No, if the Word of God is to be the source of 

our understanding of life, of the values by which we 

seek to live, and thus provide direction and meaning 

for our life, then we must seek to understand the 

whole of God‟s revelation in Sacred Scripture. This 

means we must seek to understand the Story of the 

Bible into which the stories of the Bible fit, and into 

which our own story is, by God‟s grace, drawn 

through faith in Christ.    

Far too often we look at the sixty-six books that 

make up the Bible and see them as separate entities, 

as unconnected with one another and, if truth be 

told, often unconnected with our lives in the twenty-

first century. But the Bible is “one continuing story 

of God and his people,” and we should learn to read 

it in that way. But how can we do that? How can we 

see that the Story which begins in the Garden 

continues through the call of Abram, the Exodus, 

the  history  of  Israel  from  Sinai  to the  Exile  and 
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(Pastor’s Perspective continued) 

restoration, right through the life, death, and resurrection of Jesus, the formation and life of the Church, and, finally, to the 

New Garden at the close of the Revelation? 

Well, that has been made easier by Max Lucado and Randy Frazee. In The Story they present the Story of the Bible in 

thirty-one chapters. Each chapter is made up largely of biblical texts from the New International Version selected to present 

the overall storyline of the Bible. Between these selected texts are transitions connecting them and summarizing the omitted 

portions of Scripture so the storyline is read smoothly. There is a timeline of the Story, helpful footnotes explaining 

important concepts such as “covenant”, and a cast of characters arranged in order of appearance.  

I have begun reading a chapter of The Story each day in preparation for offering you the opportunity to read it through 

at the rate of a chapter a week beginning in the fall. Full information and sign-up opportunities will be available in August, 

so stay tuned.  

Also, begin praying about someone you know who might find their way to Christ if only they really knew the Story of 

“the God of grace --- the God who speaks; the God who acts; the God who listens; the God whose love for his people 

culminated in his sacrifice of Jesus, his only Son, to atone for the sins of humanity” (The Story, p. vii). Then invite them, 

encourage them, bring them with you to participate as we read and reflect together on the greatest story ever told: The Story: 

The Bible as One Continuing Story of God and His People.

South Sudan Under Siege 

Days Before Gaining Independence 
   

Urgent Call to Prayer for Diocese of Aweil in 

Abyei, Sudan 

  
Northern Sudanese attacks on the southern region of 

Sudan have erupted as the South prepares to secede from 

Africa's largest country in July. The town of Abyei and 

the neighboring region of South Kordofan in Southern 

Sudan have been devastated with violence and human 

rights violations. News reports state that some 140,000 

people have fled due to recent clashes. 

Nearly 99% of Southern Sudanese voters opted for 

independence in hopes of ending two decades of north-

south conflict that has left some 1.5 million people dead, 

but the transition has come with much turmoil. Amid the 

looting, destruction, bombings and shootings, there are 

now reports of ethnic cleansing to deter pro-southern 

groups. 

Bishop Abraham Nhial leads the Anglican Diocese 

of Aweil in Abyei, Sudan.  He sends the following 

message to the Anglican Church in North America 

family: "I ask you all to remember in your prayers and 

advocacy for our brothers and sisters of Abyei who are 

still missing, those in the bush, and those on the streets 

in Southern Sudan towns. As always, your prayers are 

needed to people of Abyei and the world." 

The Rev. Stephen Muo, Secretary of the Diocese of 

Aweil, offered the following recount of what has 

happened in the town of Abyei: "The whole town was 

completely set on fire [by Sudanese forces]. All the 

civilians are now down on streets and in bushes, with 

no food, no shelters, no water and no medical 
assistant. Majority are still under the trees with children, 

sick people and elderly people. Aweil Diocese is left 

with no choices but raise the voice of voiceless for relief 

assistant. Aweil Diocese is calling for urgent support for 

the civilians who are now lying on the ground without 

medical attention, shelters, food and water. People with 

communicable diseases are forced to sleep together with 

healthy people and this could spread the effect of disease 

[to] all displaced people if no urgent humanitarian relief 

intervention reaches them." 

The Anglican Relief and Development Fund has a 

strategic initiative in Southern Sudan to address the food 

shortages resulting from years of conflict and violence.  

Currently, they are supporting a farming project training 

the local people in new agricultural techniques to help 

move them from subsistence to self-sufficient farming.  

One participant, Dakaende Samuel, said, "With the result 

of what we get we can be able to raise food for our 

families, pay school fees for our children and live a 

better life in the newly to be republic of South Sudan."
